Adolf Knoll absolvoval magisterské studium na Fi-
lozofické fakulté Univerzity Bukurest v oboru ru-
munstina-francouzstina a postgradudlni studium
na Filozofické fakulté Univerzity Karlovy v oboru
knihovnictvi a védecké informace. Od roku 1979
je pracovnikem Narodni knihovny CR. V letech
1989-1990 byl povéren rizenim knihovny, poté aZ do
roku 2011 vykonaval funkci zéstupce (generalniho)
reditele. V letech 2011-2019 pracoval jako tajemnik
pro védu, vyzkum a mezindrodni vztahy, od roku
2019 pak ptisobi jako naméstek pro tuto oblast.

Je spoluautorem prvniho datového formatu pro digi-
talizované rukopisy, staré tisky a noviny (doporuce-
ného v roce 1999 UNESCO), autorem komplexniho
datového formatu na platformé XML pro digitali-
zovana periodika a moderni monografie, ktery se
stal zdkladem digitalni knihovny Kramerius (2003).
Spolupracoval na fadé€ pilotnich projektt programu
UNESCO Pameét svéta, Skolicich materialech k digi-
talizaci UNESCO a FAQ, je ¢lenem tymu rozvoje di-
gitalni knihovny Manuscriptorium. Od roku 2011 se
také jeho zasluhou realizoval projekt se spole¢nosti
Google na digitalizaci starych tiski. Je odbornym
garantem programu Ministerstva kultury VISK 6
na digitalizaci rukopist a starych tiskii a koordina-
torem instituciondlniho vyzkumu Nérodni knihov-
ny CR.

Byl ocenén medaili Z. V. Tobolky (2005) a cenou Mi-
nisterstva kultury CR za p¥inos k rozvoji ¢eské kul-
tury, konkrétné& za pi¥inos k zapojeni Ceské repub-
liky do mezindrodnich programii v oblasti kultury,
zejména digitalizace pisemného kulturniho dédic-
tvi (2007).
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Adolf Knoll graduated from the University of
Bucharest, Romania, the Faculty of Letters, in 1979.
He received his master’s degree in Romanian and
French Philology. In 1985, he graduated from the
Charles University, the Philosophical Faculty, in
library and information science. He started to work
for the National Library of the Czech Republic as
a cataloguer in 1979. Between 1989 and 1990 he was
appointed Acting Director of the Library, then until
2011, he worked as Deputy Director of the National
Library of the Czech Republic. Between 2011 and
2019 he worked as Secretary for Science, Research,
and International Relations, from 2019 he serves as
Deputy Director for this area.

He is a co-author of the first data format for digitized
manuscripts, early printed books and newspapers
(recommended by UNESCO in 1999). He is the author
of a comprehensive data format on the XML platform
for digitized periodicals and modern monographs,
which became the basis of the Kramerius Digital
Library in 2003. He has collaborated on many pilot
projects of the UNESCO Memory of the World
Programme, on training materials for digitization
of UNESCO and FAO, and he is a member of the
Manuscriptorium Digital Library development team.
Thanks to him, a project with Google for digitization
of early printed books has been implemented
since 2011. He is an expert guarantor of the VISK
6 Program of the Ministry of Culture of the CR for
Digitization of Manuscripts and Early Printed Books.
He coordinates the institutional research of the
National Library of the CR.

He was awarded the Medal of Z. V. Tobolka in 2005,
and the Ministry of Culture Award for Promoting the
Development of Czech Culture in 2007, specifically
for his contribution to the involvement of the Czech
Republic in international cultural programmes,
especially in digitization of written cultural heritage.
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
