Pro oba vytvarniky nejde zdaleka o prvni setkani a to nejenom ve smyslu
uméleckém. Oba se narodili vroce 1944, oba vystudovali Akademii vytvarnych
uméni v Praze, oba pusobili jako pedagogové na Fakulté architektury CVUT a oba za
svou pedagogickou &innost ziskali titul docenta. Rudolf Riedlbauch a Milan Vacha se
zucCastnili mnoha vystav ¢€i sympozii — napf. v Brazilii, Bulharsku, Finsku, Francii,
Italii, Mexiku, Némecku, Rakousku, Rumunsku Rusku, Svycarsku a Velké Britanii.

Spoleéna vypovéd’

Oba spole¢né vystavujici umélci - Sedesatnici (narodili se roku 1944) Rudolf
Riedlbauch a Milan Vacha se v uméleckych Zivotech Casto setkavali. Spolecné
studovali, spolu ucitelovali, ac€ jeden je malif a druhy sochar pronikali svoji tvorbou
do architektury, spole¢né vystavovali, ale co hlavné - oba to tdhne ke spoleCnym
a vécnym otazkam podstaty byti na nasi krasné, preCasto zaSmodrchané planeté.
Rudolf Riedlbauch maluje stromy, spléta a rozpléta jejich kofeny a vétve,
vzruSuji ho prchavé a nezachytitelné hudebni motivy a také kolotoCe, kterymi
analogizuje zavratny labyrint lidského hemzeni.

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Shared Statement

In the course of past years, both artists - Rudolf Riedlbauch and Milan Vacha
(both are in their sixties, born in 1944) - were meeting each other rather often.
They graduated from the same schools, were fellow-teachers, although one of
them is a painter and the other a sculptor, they both imprint their mark in
architecture, had joint exhibitions, and what is most important - in their creation,
they are both seeking for the answers to the everlasting questions, of the very
essence of humankind existence on our beautiful, but often troubled planet.
Rudolf Riedlbauch is painting trees. He tangles and unravels their roots and
branches. Rudolf Riedlbauch is also exited by elusive and fleet music motifs,
and merry-go-rounds - they represent for him the analogy of the dizzy labyrinth
of human swarm. Milan Vacha is seeking for the heart of the substance, the
essence of birth and human existence. He is looking for them in earth and in an
evolutional line, starting from ancient forms up to our present day. In their
creations, both artists, although each of them by his very own way, are filling
and completing their own persistent need to reveal the very principals and
mysteries of life. They both have for this an ideal qualification - the ability to
perceive and understand the antagonism and variability of outside world and
masterful handcraft - a handcraft in an Italian Renaissance undoubtful meaning of
word. This kind of art, including theirs, is genuine, without false and deception. It
speaks to the audience and sometimes touch people to their hearts. And this is
the essential mission of the art.

Rudolf Riedlbauch studied in the years 1962-1968 on the Academy of Fine Arts in
Prague, in the painting school-studio of professor FrantiSek Jiroudek and in 1980 on
the Academy of Fine Arts in Italian Perugia. His work covers mainly painting,
drawing, wall and glass techniques. He took part in many exhibitions and
competitions in the Czech Republic as well as abroad, for example in Mexico,
Bulgaria, Finland, Russia, France, Switzerland, Austria, Iraq, Brazil and Germany. He
is one of the founding members of the Tolerance '95 artistic group. Rudolf
Riedlbauch is living and working mainly in Prague.

Milan Vacha (9. 12. 1944, Praha)

Vystudoval Stfedni odbornou vytvarnou Skolu v Praze (1959-1963) a Akademii
vytvarnych uméni v Praze v ateliéru prof. Vincence Makovského a prof. Karla
Lidického (1963—-1969). BEhem studia i po jeho dokonceni pracoval jako
kamenosochaf na obnové prazskych pamatek. Sva dila realizuje pfevazné

v kameni, dfevé a bronzu. Zuéastnil se mnoha vystav a sympozii v Ceské republice
a v zahranici, napf. ve Francii, Némecku, Rakousku, Rumunsku, Italii a Velké
Britanii. Kromé vlastni uméleckeé prace se vénoval do roku 1999 i €innosti
pedagogické na Fakulté architektury CVUT v Praze a v roce 1991 byl jmenovan
docentem.
